3. Compose a sentence for each word in the correct answer.  
Your sentences must be about a text we have read and 
must contain precise contextual detail to illustrate 
meaning.

1. Begin the paragraph with a focused topic sentence that 
asserts the central idea suggested in the question. 

2. In your analysis, provide textual evidence from the 
passage(s), and explain how it supports the central idea 
expressed in your topic sentence.  

3. Incorporate literary language and college-level vocabulary 
within your explanation.
